Here are some facts
taken from the 2010 Boating Accidents Statistical report compiled by the Boating & Waterways Section of the Florida Fish
& Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC):

The State of Florida has the highest number of boating accidents AND boating fatalities in the entire U. S.
The majority of accidents occurred in small open motor boats.

66% of the operators in boating accidents had NO boater education.

73% of these operators were over 22 years old.

Thus they were not mandated by law to take a boating course. The above information should inspire all USPS members t
increase their efforts to enroll their boating acquaintances in the Americas Boating Course. After all, the mission of USRS
to save lives. Do you know when your squadron is having its next ABC course?
