Many sai
boats use Ch. 17. When requesting bridge openings in Florida, use Ch. 9. Never use Ch. 70 for af
normal conversations. This is now the Digital Selective Calling (DSC) channel. This is explained bi-
low.

New VHF radios have the DSC capability making distress calls very easy and helpful. When shop-
ping for one of these radios make sure that it has the proper NMEA connections to allow it to inter-

face with your GPS. Your Latitude and Longi ud

To make a DSC distress call, press and hol d h e

call has been sent and the radio will sound an audible distress alarm. The radio will automatically
monitor Ch. 70 for a DSC acknowledgement and also receive calls on Ch. 16. When a DSC acknojl-
edgement signal is received, an alarm sounds, Ch. 16 is automatically selected, and the display scgeen
shows the Maritime Mobile Service Identity (MMSI) of the responding radio. Your lat/long is trans-
mitted to the receiving radio for your rescue location if needed. You can obtain your free MMSI
number from Boat U. S.. This new service will make distress calls less distressful, easier and more

useful to the Coast Guard or other rescue services.
