The Chapman Award is the most prestigiqus
recognition that USPS can bestow on a member. Our District has had three winners of this award|in
the past. They are P/D/C Fred Adame, P/R/C Ann Fields, and P/D/C Richard Leatherman. We hopqg to
add one more winner to this prestigious list this year. Every Squadron has at least one outstanding|in-
structor that has given his or her time to the education of other squadron members and the pubiljc.
